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Executive Summary
Introduction

Treasures Revealed in West Yorkshire is an initiative from The Churches Regional Commission for Yorkshire and the Humber. It aims to celebrate the multi-cultural ‘hidden treasures’ of the region by opening up places of worship to the public. The scheme is backed by the Heritage Lottery Fund.

The stated objective of Treasures Revealed is “To inspire and attract residents and visitors to experience and celebrate West Yorkshire’s vibrant faith heritage.”

This quantitative evaluation focused on evaluating visitors’ participation in Treasures Revealed Festivals or Faith Trails in three regions: Bradford (24 October to 1 November 2009), Wakefield (29 May to 6 June 2010) and Calderdale (11 to 19 September 2010). The evaluation was designed to:
· establish the profile of visitors

· analyse visitor demographics

· understand visitors’ motivations for participation

· evaluate visitors’ experience of the scheme.
Visitor Numbers, Respondent Profile and Demographics

Based on head counts provided by venues, Bradford Treasures Revealed Festival attracted approximately 1,937 visitors, 1,139 of whom signed a visitor book. Over all five areas of the festival, 6,521 visitors signed the visitor book, suggesting a possible total of 11,086 visitors across the scheme overall. (Please note that this is an estimate based on average head counts at Bradford events only.) 
230 visitors responded to a self-completion postal survey. Of those 217 who provided full postcodes, 18% came from outside of the West Yorkshire area.  As well as other areas in Yorkshire and the Humber, respondents came from Northumberland, Lancashire, Derbyshire, North Lincolnshire, and as far afield as Suffolk, Oxfordshire and London.
85 respondents (38%) had experienced Treasures Revealed in Bradford, 58 (26%) in Calderdale and 80 (36%) in Wakefield. Eight people (4%) visited multiple areas, half of these visiting in Calderdale and Wakefield, three visited in all three areas and one in Bradford and in Calderdale. 24 respondents took part in a Faith Trail.
Within West Yorkshire respondents tended to have visited sites in their locality i.e. those who came from Wakefield tended to have visited sites in Wakefield. We can also see respondents who visited multiple sites coming from Pudsey, Leeds and Harrogate.
88 respondents (39%) visited places of worship associated with a faith different to their own. 223 answered this question. 174 respondents (81%) said their faith was Christianity; 20 (9%) had no faith; 11 (4%) selected other; nine (4%) Judaism; and one (0.5%) Hinduism. One person preferred not to say. Of those who specified ‘other’, three specified Bahai’i, three Pagan and one Quaker. 216 respondents answered this question.

A significant proportion of respondents, 52% or 100 people, said that they attended their own place of worship once a week or more; 28 (15%) attended 1-3 times a year; 20 (10%) 4-10 times per year; 16 (8%) once a fortnight and 14 (7%) attended once a month. 15 (8%) said they did not attend at all. 193 respondents answered this question.

65% of respondents were female. 

The majority of respondents were aged 45 or over. 41% (87 people) were aged 65 or over; 63 people (29%) were aged 55-64 and 35 people (16%) were aged 45-54. 14 were aged 35-44 (7%) and ten were aged 25-24 (5%).  Four people (2%) were under 25. 214 respondents answered this question. The majority of respondents (94%) were White. 1% were Asian or Asian British. Where respondents selected ‘other’, they specified as follows: Anglo-Danish; European; White-East European.
The overall profile of respondents is composed largely of the ‘Comfortably Off’ (38.6%) and ‘Wealthy Achievers’ (23.9%) ACORN categories. 10.2% of the profile is from the low income category 'Hard Pressed'. Looking at ACORN group level, the largest group is ‘Secure Families’ (22.3%), followed by ‘Blue-Collar Roots’ (11.7%) and Wealthy Executives (11.7%). The ACORN profile also evidences the presence of other groups: 7.1% of the profile is made up of groups of older people: 4.1% Prudent Pensioners and 3.0% Affluent Greys; and Asian Communities make up 3.0% of the profile. 
Party Composition

98 respondents (43%) visited with family, 85 (37%) visited alone, 46 (20%) visited with friends and four (2%) visited with a community or faith group. 228 answered this question.

Although the most common party size was one person, approximately 63% attended with at least one other person. The average party size was 1.7.

Approximately 29% of respondents’ companions (113 individuals) were children under 16. 15% (59 individuals) of those were aged four or under. A further 9% (34 companions) were young people under 26. 

Visit Motivation and Experience

Architecture was a key draw for visitors to Treasures Revealed sites as 69% said their visit was motivated by an interest in seeing the buildings. Learning about the history of the region was the second most common reason (60% of respondents), followed by general curiosity (35%). 23% wanted to meet people who shared their faith and 14% wanted to learn more about their own faith. 22% wanted to learn more about different cultures and communities and 18% wanted to meet people from a different faith.

Most respondents were positive about their experience in all the areas rated. 96% agreed (either strongly agreed or agreed) that the place(s) they visited were welcoming and 97% agreed that the places were interesting. 74% found the places inspiring; 91% said the leaflets or displays were interesting and 91% found the volunteer hosts interesting to talk to. 68% agreed that it was a good way to learn about faiths. This last figure is perhaps unsurprising as a large proportion of respondents went to venues related to their own faith, plus a significant proportion were regular attendees at their own place of worship.

Excepting problems with access at some venues, comments on what respondents gained from the day also reflected a largely positive experience. Themes reflected the benefits of experiencing and learning about the architecture, history, communities and faiths of the area:
“A fuller knowledge of history of church, craftsmen and founder and reason for choice of design.”
“Appreciation of a wonderful building with amazing works of art. Will be an advocate for the church, a real hidden treasure!”
“A very interesting and informative tour of the Hanfia Mosque.”
“Fascinating insight into how minority groups/ cultures assimilate into local culture.”
“Saw interesting and beautiful architecture design. Learned about Buddhist faith. Impressed by enthusiasm of volunteer guides.”

 “I found it very positive and encouraging to understand that people have chosen different ways to connect and praise God and that helps us to co-exist with each other by sharing the common values in different faiths.”
“An understanding that it is possible to be a spiritual humanist and be welcome in the Unitarian Church. I liked the inclusivity and non-judgemental nature of Unitarianism and the hymns were beautifully written and relevant to today's world.”
“Good to see the variety of groups which use this building. Looking forward to visiting places of worship from other faiths in the future.”
“Friendship, understanding.”
“It gave me an opportunity to gain an insight into another faith.”
“We were on the lookout for a church to attend and we found one. The Pagans display was also very interesting.”

Objectives & Methodology
Treasures Revealed in West Yorkshire is an initiative from The Churches Regional Commission for Yorkshire and the Humber. It aims to celebrate the multi-cultural ‘hidden treasures’ of the region by opening up places of worship to the public. The scheme is backed by the Heritage Lottery Fund.
The stated objective of Treasures Revealed is “To inspire and attract residents and visitors to experience and celebrate West Yorkshire’s vibrant faith heritage.” Festivals and Faith Trails took place in Bradford, Calderdale, Leeds, Kirklees and Wakefield between 2008 and 2010.
This quantitative evaluation focused on evaluating visitors’ participation in Treasures Revealed Festivals or Faith Trails in three regions: Bradford (24 October to 1 November 2009), Wakefield (29 May to 6 June 2010) and Calderdale (11 to 19 September 2010). The evaluation was designed to
· establish the profile of visitors

· analyse visitor demographics
· understand visitors’ motivations for participation
· evaluate visitors’ experience of the scheme

The Churches Regional Commission provided visitor books for all venues to collect visitors’ details and to gain permission to send visitors a follow-up postal survey. Surveys were designed in partnership with &Co and distributed, along with freepost envelopes, subsequent to each festival. 393 postal surveys were distributed in total, to all those who left a valid and readable address. 74 were sent to Bradford visitors, 154 to Calderdale visitors and 165 to Wakefield visitors.
In total, 230 visitors returned postal surveys, giving a response rate of 59%. 217 of these provided postcodes suitable for mapping and profiling using CACI mapping software and ACORN profiling (see Appendices 1 and 2).
As a check on the ‘head count’ offered by the visitor books (assuming, for example, that not all visitors would complete the book), a sample head count was requested from selected venues on specified dates in order to generate an approximate total number of visitors. The sample was stratified according to venue size. One in every four opening dates was selected for a head count from amongst each group – i.e. from both the larger and smaller venues. It should be noted that as some venues did not return their head counts, resulting in a sample head count of 15% of venue open days. 

Although qualitative analysis was outside the scope of this evaluation, qualitative comments from visitors have been collated and are presented at the end of this report.

Visitor Numbers
The table below shows estimated total visitor numbers for the Bradford festival, which took place between 24 October and 1 November 2009. One in every four opening dates was selected for a head count from amongst each group – i.e. from both the larger and smaller venues. It should be noted that, as some venues did not return head counts, the calculation below is based on head counts received for 15% of venue days, rather than the 25% planned. We received head counts for 65% of the sample open days requested in total (80% of larger open days and 63% of smaller ones). Proportionally, fewer of the smaller venue group responded, however there was very little difference in the average head count between the two groups.

Based on head counts received, the Bradford Festival attracted approximately 1,937 visitors. 1,139 signed the visitor books available at Bradford venues.
This suggests that 59% of visitors, signed a visitor book. Using this as a very rough guide, the following visitor numbers could be estimated for the other festivals:

The spot map on page 14 shows that respondents came from a wide area of England. While most are concentrated in West Yorkshire, questionnaires were also completed throughout Yorkshire and The Humber as well as Northumberland, Lancashire, Derbyshire, North Lincolnshire, Suffolk and Oxfordshire. There are also cluster of respondents from London. In total 18% of the 217 mapped respondents came from outside West Yorkshire. 
The close up spot map, on page 15, shows that within West Yorkshire respondents tended to have visited sites in their locality i.e. those who came from Wakefield tended to have visited sites in Wakefield. We can also see respondents who visited multiple sites coming from Pudsey, Leeds and Harrogate. 
The heat map on page 17 shows the postcode sectors which contain the highest numbers of questionnaire respondents. The highest numbers of respondents can be seen coming from south of Pontefract; areas around Wakefield such as Outwood, Newton Hill, Chevet, Hollingthorpe and Wrenthorpe; as well as around Keighley and Shipley.

Compared to a base of all households in England the ‘Comfortably Off’ and ‘Moderate Means’ ACORN categories are significantly over-represented. The most over-represented ACORN groups are ‘Prosperous Professionals’ (in the Urban Prosperity category) and ‘Asian Communities’ (in the ‘Moderate Means’ category). The most under-represented groups among respondents are: ‘Inner City Adversity’, ‘High Rise Hardship’, ‘Educated Urbanites’, ‘Aspiring Singles’ and ‘Affluent Greys’. 

Compared to a more local base of all households in Yorkshire the profile of respondents is very different. The ACORN categories ‘Wealthy Achievers’, ‘Urban Prosperity’ and ‘Comfortably Off’ are all over-represented. ‘Prosperous Professionals’ remain the most over-represented ACORN group, however, when compared to Yorkshire ‘Wealthy Executives’ and ‘Prudent Pensioners’ are also significantly over-represented among respondents. The ‘Inner City Adversity’ group is also over-represented, although it should be noted that this accounts for only 0.5% of the respondent profile.

96% agreed (either strongly agreed or agreed) that the place(s) they visited were welcoming and 97% agreed that the places were interesting. 74% found the places inspiring; 91% said the leaflets or displays were interesting and 91% found the volunteer hosts interesting to talk to. 68% agreed that it was a good way to learn about faiths. This last figure is perhaps unsurprising as a large proportion of respondents went to venues related to their own faith, plus a significant proportion were regular attendees at their own place of worship.

Appendix 3: Letter from Respondent
Dear Tracy

I started my five venue tour of the Treasures Revealed within Calderdale on Sunday 19 September on my own and the day was planned to meet up with four friends, two of which had come over from Rochdale. Treasures Revealed had received considerable publicity within local press and I was well aware what to expect as I visited many buildings previously during Heritage Open Days.

Our plan following your brochure details was to visit firstly Halifax Quakers at Clare Road Halifax a small fascinating building where I was given a very warm welcome, tea and cakes and lots of information. From there I met up with four friends and visited Halifax Minster Venue, there was All Souls, Haley Hill, Halifax where we followed your brochure instructions of Key at Bankfield Museum. The staff at Bankfield were at this point were well brassed off by giving their repetitive answer that no key had been arranged with them. Disappointed, we left Halifax and visited St Peters Sowerby. Our final plan after lunch, again following your guide instructions, was to visit St Stephens Copley. On the door there was a notice giving instructions to ring two telephone numbers, no reply from both numbers - we were less than happy. I have spoken to Bankfield since then via the Tourist information here in Halifax and they confirm that no key was left and state that many visitors left disappointed. For me I have been round All Souls previously and it is really quite something but my friends had not had that opportunity. Finally I was given, again through tourist information, your contact Dave Adgar who stated to me, if I remember correctly, that volunteers were not available on that day at All Souls and Copley  to facilitate tours.
